Difficulty of Persuading

Mat 11:20 Then He began to denounce the
cities in which most of His miracles were
done, because they did not repent.

Mat 11:21 "Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to
you, Bethsaida! For if the miracles had
occurred in Tyre and Sidon which occurred
in you, they would have repented long ago
in sackcloth and ashes.

Difficulty of Persuading

Mat 11:22 "Nevertheless | say to you, it will
be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon in the
day of judgment than for you.

Mat 11:23 "And you, Capernaum, will not be
exalted to heaven, will you? You will
descend to Hades; for if the miracles had
occurred in Sodom which occurred in you, it
would have remained to this day.

Mat 11:24 "Nevertheless | say to you that it
will be more tolerable for the land of Sodom
in the day of judgment, than for you."

Repentance is Not Sorrow For
Sins
» Repentance is not sorrow but godly sorrow
for our sins leads to repentance
 Godly sorrow is grieving over our sins

because we have violated His Law and
grieved Him

» Worldly sorrow is when we feel bad about
our sins because of negative
consequences we suffer for them

Godly Sorrow Produces
Repentance

2Co 7:9 | now rejoice, not that you were
made sorrowful, but that you were made
sorrowful to the point of repentance; for you
were made sorrowful according to the will of
God, so that you might not suffer loss in
anything through us.

2Co 7:10 For the sorrow that is according to
the will of God produces a repentance
without regret, leading to salvation, but the
sorrow of the world produces death. 10

Mat 21:28 "But what do you think? A man
had two sons, and he came to the first and
said, 'Son, go work today in the vineyard.'

Mat 21:29 "And he answered, 'l will not’; but
afterward he regretted it and went.

Mat 21:30 "The man came to the second
and said the same thing; and he answered,
'l will, sir'; but he did not go.
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Example of Repentance

Mat 21:31 "Which of the two did the will of
his father?" They *said, "The first." Jesus
*said to them, "Truly | say to you that the tax
collectors and prostitutes will get into the
kingdom of God before you.
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Example of Repentance

Mat 21:32 "For John came to you in the way
of righteousness and you did not believe
him; but the tax collectors and prostitutes did
believe him; and you, seeing this, did not
even feel remorse afterward so as to believe
him.
