Satan Revealed As Chief Liar, 
Deceiver and Slanderer

Joh 8:44  "You are of your father the devil, 
and you want to do the desires of your 
father. He was a murderer from the 
beginning, and does not stand in the truth 
because there is no truth in him. Whenever 
he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own 
nature, for he is a liar and the father of lies.

Rev 12:9  And the great dragon was thrown 
down, the serpent of old who is called the 
devil and Satan, who deceives the whole 
world; he was thrown down to the earth, and 
his angels were thrown down with him.

Rev 12:10  Then I heard a loud voice in 
heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the 
power, and the kingdom of our God and the 
authority of His Christ have come, for the 
accuser of our brethren has been thrown 
down, he who accuses them before our God 
day and night. 
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Our Battle Is Against The 
Schemes of Satan

Eph 6:10  Finally, be strong in the Lord and 
in the strength of His might. 

Eph 6:11  Put on the full armor of God, so 
that you will be able to stand firm against the 
schemes of the devil. 

Eph 6:12  For our struggle is not against 
flesh and blood, but against the rulers, 
against the powers, against the world forces 
of this darkness, against the spiritual forces
of wickedness in the heavenly places.
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His Schemes Revealed By His 
Words

2Co 2:10  But one whom you forgive 
anything, I forgive also; for indeed what I 
have forgiven, if I have forgiven anything, I 
did it for your sakes in the presence of 
Christ, 

2Co 2:11  so that no advantage would be 
taken of us by Satan, for we are not ignorant 
of his schemes.
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His Schemes Revealed By His 
Words

Mat 12:36  "But I tell you that every careless 
word that people speak, they shall give an 
accounting for it in the day of judgment. 

Mat 12:37  "For by your words you will be 
justified, and by your words you will be 
condemned." 
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Satan Denies The Goodness of 
God

Gen 3:1  Now the serpent was more crafty 
than any beast of the field which the LORD 
God had made. And he said to the woman, 
"Indeed, has God said, 'You shall not eat 
from any tree of the garden'?" 
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Eve Responds To Satan With A 
Half-Truth

Gen 3:2  The woman said to the serpent, 
"From the fruit of the trees of the garden we 
may eat; 

Gen 3:3  but from the fruit of the tree which 
is in the middle of the garden, God has said, 
'You shall not eat from it or touch it, or you 
will die.'" 
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What God Had Said

Gen 2:15  Then the LORD God took the 
man and put him into the garden of Eden to 
cultivate it and keep it. 

Gen 2:16  The LORD God commanded the 
man, saying, "From any tree of the garden 
you may eat freely; 

Gen 2:17  but from the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil you shall not 
eat, for in the day that you eat from it you 
will surely die." 
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Satan Denies The Severity of 
God

Gen 3:4  The serpent said to the woman, 
"You surely will not die! 
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What God Had Said

Gen 2:17  but from the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil you shall not 
eat, for in the day that you eat from it you 
will surely die." 
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Satan Focuses On Physical Rather 
Than Immediate Spiritual Death

Jas 2:26  For just as the body without the 
spirit is dead, so also faith without works is 
dead. 

Isa 59:1  Behold, the LORD'S hand is not so 
short That it cannot save; Nor is His ear so 
dull That it cannot hear. 

Isa 59:2  But your iniquities have made a 
separation between you and your God, And 
your sins have hidden His face from you so 
that He does not hear. 
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Satan Slanders The Motive of 
God

Gen 3:5  "For God knows that in the day you 
eat from it your eyes will be opened, and 
you will be like God, knowing good and evil." 
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They Choose To Sin, Act 
Independently of God

Gen 3:6  When the woman saw that the tree 
was good for food, and that it was a delight 
to the eyes, and that the tree was desirable 
to make one wise, she took from its fruit and 
ate; and she gave also to her husband with 
her, and he ate. 
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God Is Good

Gen 1:31  God saw all that He had made, 
and behold, it was very good. And there was 
evening and there was morning, the sixth 
day. 

Gen 3:15  And I will put enmity Between you 
and the woman, And between your seed 
and her seed; He shall bruise you on the 
head, And you shall bruise him on the heel." 
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God Is Good

Eph 2:4  But God, being rich in mercy, 
because of His great love with which He 
loved us, 

Eph 2:5  even when we were dead in our 
transgressions, made us alive together with 
Christ (by grace you have been saved), 
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God Is Good

Eph 2:6  and raised us up with Him, and 
seated us with Him in the heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus, 

Eph 2:7  so that in the ages to come He 
might show the surpassing riches of His 
grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 
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God Is Severe

Gen 3:22  Then the LORD God said, 
"Behold, the man has become like one of 
Us, knowing good and evil; and now, he 
might stretch out his hand, and take also 
from the tree of life, and eat, and live 
forever"--

Gen 3:23  therefore the LORD God sent him 
out from the garden of Eden, to cultivate the 
ground from which he was taken. 
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God Is Severe

Gen 3:24  So He drove the man out; and at 
the east of the garden of Eden He stationed 
the cherubim and the flaming sword which 
turned every direction to guard the way to 
the tree of life. 
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God Is Severe

Rom 6:23  For the wages of sin is death, but 
the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ 
Jesus our Lord. 
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God Is Severe

2Th 1:8  dealing out retribution to those who 
do not know God and to those who do not 
obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. 

2Th 1:9  These will pay the penalty of 
eternal destruction, away from the presence 
of the Lord and from the glory of His power,
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Unlike Adam and Eve, God Is 
Loving and Unselfish

Gen 3:7  Then the eyes of both of them 
were opened, and they knew that they were 
naked; and they sewed fig leaves together 
and made themselves loin coverings. 

Gen 3:8  They heard the sound of the LORD 
God walking in the garden in the cool of the 
day, and the man and his wife hid 
themselves from the presence of the LORD 
God among the trees of the garden. 
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Unlike Adam and Eve, God Is 
Loving and Unselfish

Gen 3:9  Then the LORD God called to the 
man, and said to him, "Where are you?" 

Gen 3:10  He said, "I heard the sound of 
You in the garden, and I was afraid because 
I was naked; so I hid myself." 
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Unlike Adam and Eve, God Is 
Loving and Unselfish

Rom 5:8  But God demonstrates His own 
love toward us, in that while we were yet 
sinners, Christ died for us. 

Rom 1:16  For I am not ashamed of the 
gospel, for it is the power of God for 
salvation to everyone who believes, to the 
Jew first and also to the Greek. 
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Unlike Adam and Eve, God Is 
Loving and Unselfish

Rom 8:29  For those whom He foreknew, He 
also predestined to become conformed to 
the image of His Son, so that He would be 
the firstborn among many brethren; 

Act 2:38  Peter said to them, "Repent, and 
each of you be baptized in the name of 
Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; 
and you will receive the gift of the Holy 
Spirit.

Act 2:42  They were continually devoting 
themselves to the apostles' teaching and to 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to 
prayer.
